• Comfortable working with tortoises, turtle, snake’s and amphibians. 

• Providing animal enrichment 

• Organizing animal care supplies and cleaning food prep areas 

• Occasional public speaking

• Willing to learn animal handling and basic cleaning, feeding and exhibit maintenance. 

• Must be 18 years of age 

• Enjoy working around animals
